Trainer Retreat was Inspiring…

We started by dividing into 5 groups, going to 5 sites, and practicing the method itself.  The second day, included a training in Memories in the Making (visual arts).  On the morning of the third day, trainers offered a TS Training Workshop and certified their first facilitators.  It was an inspiring three days – the trainers included professional artists, professors of psychology, psychologists, direct care workers, storytellers, and social workers.  Former trainers became recertified, and new trainers became certified.
